The AIDS rate in
Swaziland is the highest in
the world with over 43%

of the population
infected.The result  is an
ever growing number of

widows and orphans. Due
to unprotected sex, many

woman also have unwanted
babies who are abandoned

almost anywhere.

In Mexican border
towns, children are often
left behind because their
parents have gone north

in search of a 
better life. Many of
these children are 
forgotten victims - 

children with no hope.

According to UNICEF, nearly
seventy percent ofEcuador's

4.8 million children live in
poverty. Many of these 
children will never see a 

classroom or doctor. Others
will simply never experience
the stability and love of a 

caring home.

For many years, young 
children in northern
Uganda have been 

abducted by rebel soldiers.
Documented violations by

Human Rights Watch
include torture,sexual
abuse, mutilations and 

murder.

In the Philippines, the level of
hopelessness among children
and youths is growing at an

exponential rate. Vast 
numbers of young people are

forced to the streets to 
earn money for their survival.

Many resort to drug 
trafficking, prostitution,and

theft.

As in communities
across the US, many
families in Arizona

cannot afford to feed
their children regularly
and struggle to provide

essential necessities.

India is home to 1.4 billion
people and many of them

live in conditions ofextreme
poverty. Key development
indicators,such as those

related to public health or
literacy,are among the

lowest in the world. As it is
in much of the world, the
children suffer the most.
